Hon. Gusau: You see it is just a matter of working together and I 
think we are beginning to have a rethink between us, the ministry and 
the parastatals. It is all about working in harmony; in the sense that 
we know what they are doing and they know what we are doing. For 
example, our legislators will legislate on budget issues and make sure 
that oversights are carried out on what the parastatals under the Min-
istry of ICT say they want to spend their budget on. They in turn will 
make sure that it is done and you see, it is the matter of carrying eve-
ry one along.
