E-Newsletter: What are the challeng-
es of the Water Division? 
 
Engr. Akinbowale: Presently, the 
challenge has to do with the competi-
tion of various other disciplines, not 
really discipline of engineering but 
other professions. In the Ministry of 
Water Resources for example; Depart-
ment of Dams, damp is predominately 
engineering but presently it appears 
that it is geologist or hydro-geologist 
and the rest of them that are taking 
charge and this is demoralizing the 
engineers in that department and it is a challenge. At the local 
government level, these environmental health officers are claim-
ing to be in charge of boreholes and water supply. They call the 
department WES that is; Water and Environmental Services De-
partment and they are not professionals in water supply. So we 
have that challenge. Of course, the Division on its own is having 
its own internal challenge like our Codes and Standards. You 

know that the division is actually a sectoral division. This is be-
cause it is a sector that has other disciplines of engineering like 
mechanical, electrical, civil coming together to achieve a project. 
Take for example, in dams, there are mechanical and electrical 
issues there. Like in building, we are working on Codes and 
Standard for water supply to building and later we discover that 
mechanical division has done something on it as a draft. So we 
now have to set up a ad hoc committee that will link up with oth-
er elite engineering divisions so that we can have a holistic Codes 
and Standards. We will partner with them and make our own con-
tributions. Concerning the issue of water, we strongly believe that 
it should be an Institution and we are still in the process and we 
applied in December to become an institution, that is the Nigerian 
Institution of Water Engineers and we embraced all the profes-
sionals, all the engineering disciplines in the field. We even want 
to bring in all the plumbers, welders, etc. so that as we have in 
COREN, our own family will be complete and anything water 
engineering will be handled as a complete sector. Until we are 
able to achieve that, I think we still have to continue to struggle.
