Abolaji Ogunsanya
close to 100. We know that there are

about 1000 or more engineering firms out there that are not regis-

tered with ACEN and they are consulting. Some are registered
with COREN while some have not registered with either ACEN
or COREN. For now our membership drive is to ensure that we

bring everybody under the ACEN umbrella so we can have a
common front to fight our main course which is to make sure that
the industry works under strict compliance with the law so that
our members will be enhanced. We are also going into the oil and
gas industry. We have seen that very few of our members are
involved in that industry and our latest drive is that we have start-
ed by meeting the oil majors and those in authority. We have had

_ seminars and workshops on this and our members have shown

interest. We are trying to gather our members together and form
partnership or consortium so that we can together enter into the

J oil and gas industry and do engineering design and even EPC

(Engineering Procurement and Construction) projects. Also we
want to increase the visibility of the Association so that our mem-
bers will not need to introduce themselves wherever they go. We
are also setting up a foundation which will be launched sometime
next year to ensure that students who show interest in Engineer-
ing are shown and even attend workshops on consultancy so that
they will have a focus from the very beginning.
