Once we have our own Nigerian Standards Accred-
itation Board it will be affiliated to the International Accreditation
Boards of ILAC and IAF and that means if any goods or services
are certified OK in Nigerian by the Nigerian Accreditation Board
it will be acceptable worldwide and that in turn will simplify the
cost of doing business for Nigerians. Not only that, it will give us

opportunity also to make our goods and services competitive
overseas.
