E-Newsletter: What can you say about 
infrastructural development, sustaina-
bility and other associate professional 
activities? 
 
Engr. Obiajulu: From my exper ience 
as an engineer and my experience as 
ERM Chief Inspector who goes to pro-
ject sites for inspect, the major problem 
we have is that there is a lot of political 
interference with infrastructural provi-
sions and engineering affairs in the 
country. Many of the people doing 
infrastructural jobs are quacks. They are not trained engineers and 
they are not experienced at it. Many times because their bosses 
have political advantage in the society they move into supervising 
complicated projects and they end up messing it up and yet they 
still approve it for them. I believe that there will be political will 
to involve the right people and equipment and inspect to make 
sure the right equipment and people are used before we have the 
kind of infrastructure we want because a lot of money is being 
wasted in providing inadequate infrastructure or poor quality in-
frastructures and sometimes just to achieve political gains not 
necessarily to serve the purpose for which it is meant for. I be-
lieve NSE has a part to play in it, we could be a kind of pressure 
group that will tell the government ‘’look this cannot happen’.  

Recently, the architects are taking their destiny in their hands. We 
on our own need to come out, do the lobbying, do the protest if 
need be and maybe make presentations to make the government 
know that it’s not right. They can award contracts to their party 
members, nobody cares but the person who is going to be on 
ground who will design it or execute it or review it must be a 
trained personnel and the appropriate equipment is necessary too. 
They should fund the ERM and relevant bodies whose job is to 
inspect projects and catch the quacks and deviating personnel. So 
I believe we have a job to do as a body. For now, infrastructures 
on the ground is designed to please the fans and the electorates 
and not necessarily to solve engineering problems. That is why 
many roads are built poorly, many mechanical structures are 
erected without appropriate design and structural analysis. We 
shouldn’t continue in that form. There should be some element of 
maintenance objectiveness in design of infrastructures. When we 
design projects, we, the government and whoever is going to in-
spect it or approve it should make sure that there is room for 
maintenance or maintainability of that particular project or that 
particular product or design. You do not just drop things that can-
not be maintained. An example is street light bulbs that can’t be 
changed or industry machines that their parts can’t be changed. 
That is basically what I want to contribute in infrastructure. Right 
now we need a lot of developing.
