We have com-
menced a key one in Gas Evolution Industrial Park. 
The whole idea is to see how we can partner with 
the engineers in the country and outside to develop 
our nation ourselves, do technology transfer, create 
jobs and also help in creating an economy that is to-
tally away from oil.
