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An Interview with Engr. Chima Ogolo, FNSE on Professional Development and high standards for Engineers. 

E-Newsletter: Our reading audience would 
want to know your experiences and perhaps 
your contributions to the engineering profes-
sion. We will appreciate if you briefly tell us 
about yourself. 
 
Engr. Ogolo:  My name is Engr. Ifeanyi Chima 
Ogolo.  I was born on March 15th 1950 at Aba 
even though I am from Opobo. I attended Ahmadu Bello University Zaria 
where I obtained first degree in Civil Engineering with 2nd class Upper 
Division. I have worked with many consultants and contracting firms, I 
worked as the pioneer Director of Works and Projects of OMPADEC, and 
by the time I completed my services, the name changed to NDDC. After 
that I went to private practice, I was in private practice before I was called 
to come for a-three year contract as the Executive Secretary of the Nige-
rian Society of Engineers. Since then the job has been quite challenging. I 
am the chief executive of the Secretariat; I help to co-ordinate the fifty-
one branches of NSE and divisions of NSE. We treat and implement pol-
icy approved by council which is the highest policy making organ of 
NSE. We also handled the executive capacity of EXCO which is the im-
plementing Arm of Council. Basically I worked to protect the professional 
interest of all engineers and to see to their welfare as much as we can. 
 
E-Newsletter: Thank you very much. It’s quite a lot of experience we have 
gained. Now as the Executive Secretary of Nigerian Society of Engineers, 
what strategy do you have in place or do you hope to have in place to 
ensure that the profession is being practised efficiently bearing in mind 
the number of branches and I do know that more branches will be estab-
lished in other part of the country. 
 
Engr. Ogolo: Well we have the membership board, we have also the pro-
fessional development board between these two boards they ensure that 
high standards are maintained for the training and certification of the En-
gineers and we do carry out courses for our interviewers and examiners to 
ensure that the high quality is maintained and we encourage our members 
to attend development workshops, courses and seminars to up grade them-
selves. During our annual general meetings we make sure that technical 
papers are presented and during engineering assembly like this (COREN 
Assembly) we encourage our members to attend. We make sure that some 
minimum standards are maintained at interview centres we have across 
the country and also ensure that those standards are reviewed from time to 
time. When we had complains on our graduates examination, council did 
it fit to suspend that and had a review so that they will ensure that quality 
is maintained. We had some agreement with the Institute of Civil Engi-
neers, London and we are trying to have one with Malaysia so that our 
members will be accepted there for training and practice.  We intend to 
reciprocate the gesture by accepting their members. This will involve 
coming to check our interview network and we also going down there to 
check theirs. Also we are strong members of (COREN) the Council for 
the Regulation for Engineering in Nigeria. Through COREN we also 

  ensure that we maintain high standards and that engineers maintain a 
minimum of four years before they can be interviewed and we also 
ensure even before the interview, we have what we call compulsory 
refresher course not only for the new members, but for those who 
have stayed in the profession for some time. That way we teach them 
entrepreneurship, how to package their proposals, reports, documents 
and other things that may not easily be taught very well in school like 
Information Technology, proficiency and so on.  
 
E-Newsletter: Are you aware that some of our Nigerian Engineers 
abroad especially in United States have interest of joining the Nige-
rian Society of Engineers? What plan(s) do you have for such people? 
 
Engr. Ogolo:  EXCO and Council have been working on that for 
quite some time. We don’t really need to travel down there. Some of 
them were members here before going down there and as I said there 
are minimum standards. So once you have obtained Bachelor of Engi-
neering from COREN accredited Institution and they are always up-
dating this accreditation, that show that you have the basic qualifica-
tion and you have been practising the profession for four years. As I 
said some are already members here, so once branches are formed 
there, those members will help us interview them and bring them in. 
For instance, if you are already a corporate member of the American 
Institute of Civil Engineers or Institution of Civil Engineers, London 
or some other places, and other divisions we have corporative ar-
rangement even with them and trying to link some of them up. So we 
contacted some of our members to work on that, we are going to fa-
cilitate action to make sure it is tidied up and some of the problems 
like payment modalities (like credit card and so on), are being looked 
into.  
 
E-Newsletter: What is the plan of NSE to ensure that Engineering 
personnel are involved in the execution of some of these projects like 
the 7-Point Agenda of the Government? 
 
Engr. Ogolo: We’ve had series of dialogues with government more 
and more, we make our presence felt more and more. We give posi-
tion papers on virtually all issues on infrastructures be it on roads, rail
-ways, electricity and so on. Recently we co-sponsored the authorship 
of at least two bills for Federal Road Authority and Road Fund. Basi-
cally we have been championing and making the Ministry of Trans-
portation a policy making agency while now you have road authority 
to really go into concession of the projects. Eventually we were work-
ing on that before we heard of decentralization because aspect of that 
mandate was not implemented and the work load is too much for 
ministers that are in transportation. In fact we have gone to finalize 
arrangement to create authorities for rail ways, roads just as you have 
in air ways and so on.

Then the ministry should only be faced with policy matters that are what we have been aiming at. So 
we have been preaching in that direction, we have been participating in stakeholders’ forum on the 
railways and next month we shall be fully involved in the fourteenth economic summit, where we 
are going to make our voice heard again. So we’ve been doing that, in the public procurement act we 
are seriously involved from day one with the World Bank and so on. Right now we have been con-
tributing in opening of tenders, accessing tenders and so on. COREN and that body had also cooper-
ated and the Board of Public Procurement have been in good cooperation to ensure that only 
COREN registered Consulting Firms design any job for the Federal Government. So that has been 
implemented very well so that if you are not a consulting firm registered with COREN, you don’t 
have any need of coming. That way we are making sure that only qualified people handle the design. 
We expect that very soon it will extend to contracting engineers. 
 
E-Newsletter: Thank you very much for the audience you have given us. Our engineers should take 
advantage of this information and upgrade themselves.  
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
