Pre-interview seminar for a fee 

of N10,000.00. 

♦ Attend the Head quarter’s

♦ Prepare a post graduation 
project report. Details will 
be given at the pre-interview 
seminar 

♦ Attend an oral interview and 
sit for an aptitude test.
