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COMMUNIQUE OF THE 16TH COREN ENGINEERING ASSEMBLY HELD ON 
TUESDAY 28TH AND WEDNESDAY 29TH  AUGUST, 2007 AT 
INTERNATIONAL CONFERENCE CENTRE, ABUJA (continued from last edition) 

T he Assembly noted the 
roles of science, engineer-

ing, Technology and Innovation 
(SETI) in meeting the goals of 
development in Nigeria and that 
these must be placed at the heart 
of policies to promote sustainable 

development as attested by Declara-
tion of the World Summit on Sus-
tainable Development (WSSD) as 
presented in Johannesburg Plan of 
Implementation in 2000. 
 

The Assembly noted the importance 
of capacity building in relation to 
Science, Engineering, Technology 
and Innovation towards the achieve-
ment of Millennium Goals. There is 
need to train all the manpower 
(engineers, technologists, techni-
cians, craftsmen and artisans) both 
in quality to meet the established 
needs of the economy. 
 

The Assembly noted that the Na-
tional Economic Empowerment and 

Development Strategy (NEEDS), which 
is a Nigerian Poverty Reduction docu-
ment, that is further illustrated in SEED/
LEEDS policy document for State and 
Local Government  provide an authen-
tic framework for coordinating policies 
and implementing programs to achieve 
the MDGS. However, There is need for 
Public-Private Sectors Partnership and 
Strategic Investment in Science and 
Technology Sector that could generate 
more resource  required to address the 
huge funding gap annually, in order to 
achieve the MDGS in Nigeria. 
The Assembly noted with concern the 
flagrant violation of Code of Engineering 
Practice in Nigeria, hence welcomes the 
approval given by the Chief Justice of 
the Federation for the setting up of 
COREN Tribunal, in line with the Act 
establishing the Council, to investigate 
Culprit (s). 
The Assembly observed with concern 
the delay in the implementation of the 
Federal Government released White 
Paper on Strategic Plans for Engineering 
Development and Control in Nigeria. 
The Assembly noted with concern, that 
the supervised Industrial Training 
Scheme in Engineering (SITSE), a one 
year training programmed for fresh 
graduates in engineering as approved in 
the White paper, could not also take 
off. 
 

The Assembly noted with great concern 
the Brain Drain syndrome that is devas-
tating the sustained utilization of indige-
nous highly skilled manpower in the coun-
try, and that adequate infrastructure 
should be put in place to avoid total disas-
ter in indigenous manpower development 
towards achieving MDGs implementation 
in Nigeria.

INSPECTION CARRIED OUT BY THE NIGERIAN SOCI-
ETY OF CIVIL ENGINEERS, PORT HARCOURT        
CHAPTER ON 15TH SEPTEMBER, 2007. 
 

A s part of the Nigerian Institution of Civil Engineers pro-
gramme for the year, the NICE Association inspected some 

existing projects so as to inform members, the public and the 
Government on their present status. The Inspection Team of the 
Nigerian Institution of Civil Engineers led by the Chairman, Engr. 
Amatemeso, O. Emmanuel, Engr. Chief  S. Jumbo, Mr. A. Moham-
med, Engr. Dr. Orumu, S. Orih, just to mention a few. The team 
visited the Fly-over at Boro Park and the Bridge along the Link 
Road from Eastern bye-pass and Amadi-ama by the N.L.G Port 
Harcourt Office. The team made the following observation: 
ISAAC BORO PARK FLY-OVER: The pseudo-box type bridge of 
the flyover show deep structural cracks at the skewed portions of 
the deck (Slab), and required repairs. 
THE BRIDGE LINKING EASTERN BY-PASS AND AMADI-AMA: 
it was observed that the wing walls to the abutments on the 
N.L.N.G. end and the whole approach slab has failed. Extensive 
cracks were seen on the wing wall, while the approach embank-
ments have depressed. Collapse is therefore imminent. 
The  public is advised to take alternative roads to Amadi-ama, 
Abuloma etc. while the Government should effect immediate re-
pairs as the Association is ready to give professional advice in 
terms of design, construction and consultancy.
