COREN - established
by Decree No. 55 of 1970 did not take-off until 1972. I indeed took
the first minutes of Council on 19th February, 1972. We started
COREN in the office of late Engr. M.F. Kanyi, the 1st Registrar of
COREN at the Federal Ministry of Works and Housing Headquar-
ters, Tafawa Balewa Square, Race Course, Lagos, and I was deeply
involved in the preparatory works towards the take-off of COREN
ex-gratia.
