ST. JOHN’S CATHOLIC CHURCH          
RUMUOKURUSI, COLLAPSES. 

F ollowing a report of the collapse of the St. 
John’s Catholic structure under construc-
tion on the 15th September 2007, a team of 
engineers of NSE PH comprising of Engr. 

B. J. Benibo FNSE Branch Chairman, Engr. Bateim 
Ogariawo MNSE Vice Chairman, Engr. Wari-Alabo 
S. Jombo MNSE Exco member, Engr. Dr. M. T. 
Lilly FNSE Committee Chairman, Engr. I. I. Okah 
MNSE Committee Secretary, Engr. Richard O. 
Ogoma MNSE Exco Member, promptly visited the 
site on Thursday 20th September 2007. The team as 
professionals were to ascertain the possible remote 
and immediate causes of the collapse from profes-
sional expert knowledge. St. John’s Catholic Church 
is located in Rumukurushi in Obio/Akpo local gov-
ernment area of River State. Recommendations were 
given by the committee on how to tackle the col-
lapse and reconstruction of the building.
